Violist Brett Deubner is one of the most accom-
plished violists of his generation. Inspiring world-
wide critical acclaim, the Newark Star-Ledger
commented "There is a burning intensity to Deub-
ner's playing, and a refreshing variation in the
color of his viola tone." Vienna’s Doblinger
Press “Klang Punkte” has joined in these acco-

lades by describing his performances as

“Virtuoso and sparkling.”

A native of San Francisco and a graduate of
the Eastman School of Music, Mr. Deubner has
inspired the dedication of over 16 new con-
certos for viola, and numerous sonatas and
chamber music compositions. His solo en-
gagements include performances with the
Knoxville Symphony, the New Jersey Sym-
phony, the North Shore Philharmonic, Bacha-
nalia Chamber Orchestra, the Astoria Sym-
phony, the Bucks County Symphony, and the
National Symphony Orchestra of Ecuador.

An active chamber music collaborator and
guest at music festivals, Brett Deubner has
given master classes throughout North and
South America and Europe. Summer ap-
pearances include performances at
Caramoor, Roundtop, Kent-Blossom, Nor-
folk, Sitka, Cape May, Juneay, Kiev,
Heidelberg, and Quit festivals. Brett is
the founding violist of the Elements
Quartet, the Halcyon Trio and Duo
Fresco. He has collaborated with mem-
bers of the Tokyo, Vermeer, Colorado
and Chicago quartets, as well as the

Eroica and Claremont trios.

Brett Deubner serves on the faculty of
Temple University's Boyer School of
Music and Dance in Philadelphia. He

is also the Concert Artist in Viola at

Kean University.
